


TOWN OF BLACKSTONE
REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL FOR
AVIATION FUEL SUPPLIER
ALLEN C PERKINSON ARMY AIRFIELD

I. INTRODUCTION

A.	General Information

The Town of Blackstone is soliciting proposals for the purchase of aviation fuel for resale and the lease/rent of a 3000 gallon fueling truck at the Allen C. Perkinson Army Airfield, 2300 Darvills Rd., Blackstone, VA  23824.  The fuel storage at the Allen C. Perkinson AA consists of three (3) above ground fuel tanks; a 5,000 gallon 100LL and two (2) 12,000 gallon Jet A.  The award will be for a one (1) year contract that will include a provision for the Town to extend the contract for an additional (2) two year term.  This contract will be effective May 1, 2012.

To be considered, an original copy of a proposal must be received at the Town of Blackstone, 100 W. Elm St., Blackstone, VA  23824 by 5 p.m. eastern time on March 2, 2012.  Proposals must be clearly marked “RFP for Aviation Fuel Supplier.”

B.	Scope of Work

The aviation fuel supplier must be able to supply, at a minimum, the following products or services:

	1.	Fuel based on the following estimated annual usages:

			Jet A				75,000 gallons
			100LL				20,000 gallons

The quantities listed above are estimates only.  Actual quantities may be more or less based on sales of fuel.  The town of Blackstone is committed to the development of Allen C. Perkinson AA and it is our hope that fuel sales will increase.  Fuel for 100Ll will be ordered in loads of 4,000 gallons, Jet A fuel will be ordered in loads of 8,000 gallons.

The Town of Blackstone desires to contract with a supplier to purchase fuel at a competitive price and ensure product availability to our customers.

	2.	Fuel shall meet the following specifications:

		Jet A – Shall meet the requirements of American Society for Testing and 				Materials (ASTM) D-1655 (latest revision).

		Avgas 100LL – Shall meet the requirements of ASTM D-910 (latest 				revision).

		The Allen C. Perkinson Airport will perform and document the following 				test before shipments are unloaded at the Fuel Farm:

			a.  	Visual
			b.	Color
			c.	Gauging
			d.	Bottom sediment and water
			e.	Temperature
			f.	API Gravity

		The Town of Blackstone may perform any additional tests and reserves 				the right to reject any delivery it deems unsuitable.  The Town of 					Blackstone reserves the right to reject any operator/truck violating rules of 			safety.

	3.	Supplier shall make available for lease/rent on (1) 3000 gallon fueling 				truck.

	4.	Supplier will meet the following minimum qualifications:

		a.	Full service marketer who provides a complete package of 						marketing support services related to the sale of aviation fuels, 					including:

· Quality Control Program
· Professional Line Service Training Program to include; Quality Control training and Hazardous material packaging and shipping training.

		b.	Nationally recognized credit card processing program that includes 				the following characteristics:

· Credit card processor should utilize PC based, industry standard POS equipment.
· POS should be available in the terminal (to include printer) and at the self-serve pump.
· The POS system must be capable of electronically processing credit cards with monies returned to the Town of Blackstone within a reasonable period of time, or by check or electronically.
· The system should support the following credit cards:
				Mastercard, Visa, Avcard, American Express, Multi 					Service Card and Discover.
· The POS system will provide daily detail reports and receipts showing fuel sales, discount, etc.

	c.	The supplier may not impose retail/wholesaler credit card related 				discount/rebate programs that require the Town of Blackstone’s 				participation or funding.

		The supply may not impose retail/wholesale purchase programs 				that require The Town of Blackstone’s participation or funding 				relating to customer volume discounts.

	d. 	The supplier should provide technical expertise and have available 				proprietary lab support.  Administrative support services should 				also be available.




C.  	Deliverables:

	The selected firm will supply the following:
	
	1.	Supply of Avgas 100LL and Jet A fuel meeting the specification 					requirements of the RFP.  Product will be ordered and supplied on an “as 				needed” basis.

	2.	Training services as requested by the Town of Blackstone and agreed 				upon as a result of The Town’s acceptance of the proposal.

	3.	Product quality and safety standards to guarantee that the product meets 				specified requirements and that the product is handled and transported in 				conformance and compliance with all code requirements.

	4.	Credit card equipment and services detailed in this proposal.

	1.	Product Supply Information

		a.	Detail, in narrative, your firm’s ability to provide the fuel products 					and vehicle(s) outlined in Item 1, Scope of Work.

		b.	Indicate your ability to comply with the specifications outlined in 					Item 2.

		c.	Outline typical delivery lead times after order placement for each 					of the fuel types being requested.

	2.	Company Background:

		a.	Outline your quality control program and your firm’s effort to 					ensure product integrity and safe product delivery.

		b.	Provide information on you company’s ability to meet our 						requested training needs and list any additional training services 					offered.

	3.	Credit Card Program

		a.	Outline the credit card program and services offered by your firm.
			In addition, please include the following:
			
· List the credit cards accepted by the supplier.
· Indentify processing fees associated with each credit card accepted.
· Identify credit card reimbursement timing and available methods of transferring funds to the Town of Blackstone.  Identify charge back procedure and timing.
· After hour’s assistance for end-users experiencing difficulties with point of sale purchases.

	4.	Additional Services:
	
		Outline any technical expertise and/or administrative services available for 			your firm.

	5.	Pricing:
		a.	It is important to the Town of Blackstone that we purchase fuel as 					economically as possible.  We contract with the military for 					fueling of Jet A.  We require a set differential contract price using 					PLATTS as the basis for Jet A.  Freight is to be included in the 					price index.
			The Town of Blackstone will require that any contract entered into 					contain termination provision in the event that it is determined that 					we are being excessively charged when compared to other similar 					airports in like market condition.

		b.	Include any cost associated with the point-of-sale reader/printer in 					the terminal.  The phone line will be provided by the Town of 					Blackstone.
